Warning Signs 

that might indicate exploitation: 
• �Visible signs of abuse such as 

unexplained bruises, cuts or 
marks

• �Behaviors including fear, 
anxiety, depression, tension, 
and/or nervousness

• �Tattoos (“branding”) indicating 
ownership 

• �Signs of substance abuse
• �Sudden change of behavior
• �Frequent running away, 

skipping school  
• �Family dysfunction (family 

violence, history of child 
abuse/neglect, alcohol/drug 
abuse)
