Snow plows typically drive at
35mph, this is to ensure the
salt is being distributed
evenly throughout the lanes.

When digging out your
driveway, pile the snow on
the right side, as the plow
pushes snow from the left

weather makes driving difficult.

Your local highway and DPW
departments must plow the highest
priority roads first. These roads are
the most traveled, including roads
that contain hospitals, schools, and
evacuation routes.
